Course Description:
This course is a survey of the economic, political, intellectual, and social development of medicine in the United States and global community. Focus on historical research methods, evaluation and analysis of medical reforms and innovations, and the impact of medicine and disease on public issues and roles of local, state, national and international governments and organizations will be given.


Long Term Learning Targets: 
· Students can describe the cultural evolution of medicine.  
· Students formulate and effectively express opinions about the Health Care system of the United States.
· Students formulate and effectively express opinions about the Health Care systems of countries other than the United States.

Supporting Leaning Targets:
· Students can explain approaches to healing and how they have changed over time.
· Students can describe the roles government agencies play in determining what medicine are available to consumers.
· Students can explain the influence health insurance companies, lobbyists and media have on medical services available to consumers in the United States.
· Students can critique and debate the merits of current health care options in the United States and around the world.
· Students can make recommendations for improving the Health Care system of the United States.


Expectations:
Students will participate in two Investigations concerning the History of Medicine.  Investigation One will survey historical and current medical practices, and major medical discoveries and innovations.  Investigation Two will examine Health Care systems of the United States and other countries.  Each Investigation includes fieldwork, projects, research, and classroom participation.  Homework may be assigned as needed.


Grading Policy:  Students will be scored on a scale of 1 to 4 (see below) on all Supporting Learning Targets.  These scores will be weighed to assess the accomplishment of the three Long Term Learning Targets. Overall scores for Long Term Learning Targets will be averaged to determine a final score for the course.  Scores translate to letter grades on the following scale:

4.0 – 3.5 – A
3.4 – 3.0 – B

Plus + and minus – will be awarded based on the overall quality and consistency of work.
